Cleaning the door

Door disassembly

To remove the door proceed as follows:

1. Open the door completely and insert two
pins into the holes on the hinges indicated in
the figure.

Cleaning the door glazing

The glass in the door should always be kept
thoroughly clean. Use absorbent kitchen roll. In
case of stubborn dirt, wash with a damp sponge
and an ordinary defergent.

Removing the internal glass panes

For easier cleaning the infernal glass panes of

the door can be removed.

1. Lock the door with the appropriate pins.

2. Remove the internal glass pane by pulling
the rear part gently upwards, following the
movement indicated by the arrows 1.

2. Grasp the door on both sides with both
hands, lift it forming an angle of around 30°
and remove it.

3. Release the front pins following the

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Cleaning the oven cavity

In order to keep your oven in the best possible
condition, clean it regularly after letting it cool
down.

Avoid letting food residue dry inside the oven
cavity, as this could damage the enamel.

Take out all removable parts before cleaning.
For easier cleaning, it is recommended fo
remove:

¢ the door;

e The rack/tray support frames.

/ In the event you are using specific

£ cleaning products, we recommend
running the oven at maximum
temperature for 15-20 minutes in order
to eliminate any residue.

Drying

Cooking food generates moisture inside the

appliance. This is a normal phenomenon and

does not affect the appliance’s operation in any

way.

Each time you finish cooking:

1. Let the appliance cool down.

2. Remove any dirt from inside the appliance.

3. Dry the interior of the appliance with a soft
cloth.

4. Leave the door open until the inside of the
appliance has dried completely.

Removing racks/trays support frames

Removing the rack/tray support frames enables

the sides to be cleaned more easily.

To remove the rack/tray support frames:

e Pull the frame towards the inside of the oven
cavity to unhook it from its groove A, then
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slide it out of the seats B at the back.

¢ When cleaning is complete, repeat the
above procedures to put the rack/tray
support frames back in.

Removing self-cleaning panels and rack/tray

support frames (on some models only)

Removing the side self-cleaning panels and the

rack/fray support frames enables the sides to

be cleaned more easily. This should be done

each fime the automatic cleaning cycle is used

{on some models only).

To remove the rack/tray support frames:

¢ Pull the frame towards the inside of the oven
cavity to release it from its groove A. Then
slide it out of the seats at the back B. The
side self-cleaning panel is affached to the
rack/fray support frame.

During the removal take care not fo
defach the self-cleaning panel from the
rack/tray support frame accidentally to
avoid damaging the surfaces.

¢ After cleaning, repeat the above procedure
to put the self-cleaning side panels and
rack/fray support frames back.

Regenerating the self-cleaning panels (on

some models only)

The regeneration cycle of the self-cleaning

panels (catalytic cycle) is a cleaning method

that uses heat to remove light grease residues. It
does not remove sugar-based residues.

1. First clean the base and the top of the oven
cavity using a microfibre cloth soaked in
water and neutral washing up liquid. Rinse
thoroughly.
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2. Set aregeneration cycle by selecting a fan
assisted function atf the maximum
temperature for one hour.

3. Ifthe self-cleaning panels are particularly
dirty ofter the regeneration cycle, remove
them and wash them with neutral washing
up liquid. Rinse and dry them.

Put the self-cleaning panels back in the oven

and use a fan assisted function at 180°C for an

hour to ensure that they are thoroughly dry.

£ | cleaning panel regeneration cycle
every 15 days.

On pizza models only:

Remove in sequence the pizza stone cover (1)
and the base (2) on which it is placed. The base
has to be lifted a few millimetres, then pulled
outwards.

Liff the end of the lower heating element (3] a
few centimetres and clean the oven base.

Put the pizza stone base back in place, pushing
it in until it hits the back of the oven, and push it
down so that the heating element plate is
embedded info the base itself.

Cleaning the pizza stone

The pizza stone should be washed separately

according fo the following insfructions:

The stone must be cleaned after every use. Do

not heat it again if it has any encrustations. To

clean, pour 50 cc of vinegar onto the stone,
leave if to act for 10 minutes, then remove it by
wiping with a mefallic mesh or abrasive sponge.

Rinse with water then leave to dry.

* Before cleaning, remove any dirt burnt onto
the stone with the aid of a metal spatula or a
scraper of the kind used for cleaning glass
ceramic hobs.

e For best results, the stone must still be warm;
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otherwise, wash it in hot water.

¢ Use metal mesh sponges or abrasive
scotch-brite pads, dipped in lemon or
vinegar.

¢ Never use detergents.

¢ Never wash in the dishwasher.

* Never leave the sfone to soak.

¢ The damp sfone must not be used for a least
8 hours after the end of the cleaning
procedures.

*  Over time, slight cracks may appear on the
surface of the sfone. This is due to the normal
expansion caused by high temperatures of
the enamel coating the stone.
